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Topicality. Health insurance is becoming more and more relevant in today's world due to the increasing cost of medical services and the frequency of chronic diseases. It provides financial protection and access to the necessary medical care, reducing the burden on the personal budget of patients. In the context of global pandemics, military operations and unstable economies, health insurance helps minimize the risks of unexpected medical expenses.
The purpose of learning about the role of health insurance in providing access to health care is to better understand how these mechanisms can improve the overall health of the population, reduce financial risks for people, and improve the efficiency of health care systems. By studying this role, it is possible to develop strategies to reduce inequalities in access to health services, and to find ways to reduce costs for both patients and the state. This knowledge contributes to the formation of policies that ensure stable and reliable access to necessary medical care for all segments of the population.
Health insurance as a community of solidarity has the task of maintaining the health of the insured, restoring it or improving their condition. It also includes promoting health self-competence and personal responsibility. The insured bear joint responsibility for their health; they should contribute to avoiding the occurrence of diseases and disabilities or overcoming the consequences through a conscious lifestyle, compliance with preventive measures and active participation in the treatment of diseases and rehabilitation. Health insurance companies must help the insured person with information, advice and services, as well as work on healthy living conditions, taking into account gender, age and disability characteristics. Also, hospitals do not have the right to refuse emergency care to a patient who has insurance. 
Health insurance has a number of advantages. One of them, for example, is the cooperation of a large number of such companies with private hospitals for access to high-quality care, and providing remote consultations with specialists. There is also the provision of benefits to insured persons such as on-demand services, medicines and related goods, especially for customers who have life-threatening or terminal illnesses.
Mandatory state social health insurance provides Ukrainians with compliance with their constitutional rights to receive medical services, social equality, improvement and maintenance of population health at the expense of the Insurance Funds of Ukraine. The main subjects of these funds are insured persons and employers.
Hospital funds can be considered one of the types of voluntary medical social insurance in Ukraine. This charitable organization provides the patient with medicines, consumables for surgical interventions, and laboratory tests for established monthly donations. At the moment, associations of hospital funds work at the level of cities, districts and regions of Ukraine.
Conclusions. Based on the analyzed material, the following conclusions can be drawn. Medical insurance is divided into mandatory and voluntary medical social insurance. In the first case, the population receives assistance from the state, in the second case, private organizations can also be chosen. Depending on their financial and social status, individuals have the opportunity to choose the health insurance services that best suit them. Patients with incurable and serious diseases can be provided with the necessary medicines, examinations and procedures. Emergency care is guaranteed, giving policyholders confidence in a protected future. Health insurance promotes the responsibility of individuals for their own actions that affect their health, which is of great benefit because it is easier to prevent disease than to treat it.
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
